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The Stimulus — Appraisal basis for attitude and motivation (Gardner 1985).

The results of the analytic research allow us to assume that the learner appraises the teacher, the method, and the syllabus, as
well as the target language, its speakers and the culture in which it is used based on his/her past experience and cultural background.
As each person has her own value system, which she has developed during his lifetime, «each second learner is on a separate moti-
vational trajectory» [8, p. 278-287]. Besides these personal preferences there exist common basis for all the second language learn-
ers. The best methods for second language teaching are those which are based on these common features and are flexible enough
to undergo certain changes depending on the learner’s characteristic features, needs, motivation, cultural background etc. For a SL
teacher, it is very important to offer students topics, exercises which encourage their interest and increase their motivation. Besides
the new material needs to be based on already existing knowledge of a native language, second language, cultural peculiarities etc.

USING OF THE E-LEARNING SYSTEM «LINGUA.SKILLS» IN ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEACHING ON THE
BASIS OF THE BLENDED LEARNING AT PEDAGOGICAL HIGHER EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION

The article deals with the problem of using e-learning platform LingvaSkills while teaching English language on the basis
of the blended learning approach in Pedagogical Higher Educational Institution. Different definitions of the notion «blended
learning» have been analyzed. The advantages and disadvantages of teaching English under the conditions of blended learn-
ing have been determined. The author considers blended learning as a combination of traditional and innovative technologies
of electronic, distance and mobile learning, combining advantages of each one. There are such components of blended learn-
ing model while teaching foreign language: face to face classrooms, self-study learning, and online collaborative learning.
The article also deals with the analyses of the experience of e-learning platform LingvaSkills using. The author states that the
full use of LingvaSkills allows diversifying forms of training, as well as multivariate representation of information, individual-
izing instruction, and intensifying the activities of students during the training. It provides interactive learning, revision of
material and effective independent work of students. LingvaSkills is a free and open-source software learning system. It is
based on pedagogical principles, and used for blended learning, distance education, flipped classroom and other e-learning
projects at universities. So the article is really topical because of the lack of researches and special scientific works in the field
of information and communication technology in education.

SIMPLE SENTENCES IN MODERN SYNTAX

Studying of the language syntax structure is an actual problem of modern linguistics for a long time. The relevance of
our research is the need to consider a simple sentence as syntax unit, outlining of the main approaches to the classification of
simple sentences, clarification of basic grammatical features of different types of sentences.

The purpose of the proposed work is to form and describe the main approaches to the simple sentences analysis in modern
linguistics, semantic analyze the syntax structure of simple sentences.

To achieve this goal it is necessary to solve the following problems: to outline the basic scientific concepts that consider
a simple sentence; describe the classification of simple sentences in modern linguistics; find out the specifics of composite
sentences; file semantics and grammatical features of the main types of composite sentences.

The syntax theory is actively developing today. The current stage of syntax science development is marked with consolida-
tion of integrated and differentiated approach to the analysis of sentences, semantic and communicative language levels of its
organization. As it is a set of factors of different nature can determine the identity of a construction to some classification type.

Simple sentence is described as the basic syntax unit in this article. The analyzes of semantic-syntax structure of simple
sentences according to the current state of linguistics is given. Basic types of composite sentences are determined.
